Good Governance, Transparency and Ethics Course

On April 20, 2021, the Ministry of the Public Service, Constitutional and Political Reform
(MPSCPR) in collaboration with Galen University, launched the Good Governance,
Transparency and Ethics Training of Trainers course. Forty public officers from different
ministries will be trained as trainers to implement the anti-corruption curriculum to public
officers within the wider public service.
